On Wednesday, December 16, 2020, using funds secured through the national 

chapter, members of the Elks Lodge #1923 surprised Principal Allison Bogdan with a 

generous donation of twelve free-standing hand sanitizing stations, refills, and a 

variety of support materials valued at about $1,800.  

The free-

standing units can be moved to high-traffic areas throughout the school when 

needed.
